2. Must be 16 Y ears or older as of October 27, 2007.

3. Must be aU.S. Citizen and able to provide proof of citizenship

4. Must be an AUSKF member in good standing

health to ensure that they are well enough to withstand the vigor of traveling, training, and
competing at aworld class level.

All 13 WKC U.S. Team Members (male & female) who wish to try out for the 14 WKC Team
must also submit an application form and supporting documentation. All returning members who
apply will automatically be selected for participation in the second elimination to be held at a
later date.

NOTE — It is not mandatory for current team members to be present at the first tryout, but they
are naturally invited and encouraged to attend.
