· September 14-15, 2013:   First Team USA Training Camp:  Interested kenshi are invited to participate in the First Team USA Training Camp to be held on September 14-15, 2013 at Wilson Park: 2400 Jefferson Street, Torrance, CA 90501
· Saturday (Sept 14):  8am-5pm; Sunday (Sept 15):  8am-12pm.

· Each Training Camp will consist of two full days of rigorous conditioning, kendo instruction and shiai.  
· Costs to attend the First Team USA Training Camp shall be borne individually by each participant (costs for attending tryouts were always borne by individual participants).  
· At the end of First Team USA Training Camp, the Team USA Coaching Staff will select participants that will proceed to the next Training Camp, to be held on October 12-13, 2013.
· Those selected to proceed to the 2nd Training Camp will have certain travel costs covered by Team USA. 
· All participants must be able to attend each Team USA Training Camp in order to be eligible for selection for the following camp.  
· Requirements:  Representing the United States in the World Kendo Championships is a tremendous honor and responsibility.  Team USA devotes a great deal of time and effort to prepare for the WKC to ensure that we can perform at the highest level possible at the Championships.  We have provided the following list of expectations of potential participants in order to give an idea as to what type of commitment is expected if one is selected as a member of Team USA.  While we realize that all participants have work, school and family obligations outside of kendo, in order to devote the time and effort necessary to properly represent AUSKF and Team USA, we ask that all potential participants confirm that they are willing to make this type of commitment prior to attending the First Team USA Training Camp. 
· All participants must be willing and able to practice kendo at least 5 times a week. 
· Kenshi living in Southern California are expected to meet and train together with local Team USA members every weekend (Saturday and Sunday) and at least 2-3 times during the week, from September 2013 until May 2015.  
· Kenshi living outside Southern California are expected to travel to Southern California at least 1-2 weekends per month for Team USA training camps, and in addition are expected to meet locally with regional kenshi at least 2-3 times during the week from September 2013 until May 2015. 
· In addition, all prospective Team USA members are expected to complete a daily morning conditioning training regimen prepared by the coaching staff. 
· Selection:
· The selection process will continue until the end of 2013, at which time the final pool of members for the 16WKC Team USA will be selected.  However, the Coaching Staff may continue to select or cut members up until the date of the 16WKC. 
· The Team USA Coaching Staff will have sole discretion to select the members of Team USA.  Team USA Coaching Staff will consider a variety of factors including shiai results, Team USA Training Camp performance, attendance, individual effort and potential when making their decisions.
