· Take the Beach Blvd. or Magnolia Ave. exit from the Santa Ana / San Diego Freeway (I-5), Artesia / Riverside Freeway (CA-91), or Garden Grove Freeway (CA-22).
· If you are on I-5 or CA-91, go south to Ball Rd.

· If you are on CA-22, go north to Ball Rd.

· If you are on Beach Blvd., go east on Ball Road and turn left on Dale St., which is at the first light.

· If you are on Magnolia Ave., go west on Ball Road and turn right on Dale St., which is at the first light.

· The dojo is on the left within the first block in the Multipurpose Building (MPB) gymnasium. The MPB is across the parking lot from the Social Hall, classrooms, and Hondo (worship hall).
