No dishes are to be washed in the kitchen sink during the festival.  The kitchen sink may only be used to wash dishes after the festival is done for the day.  There will also be 2 utility sinks outside for washing utensils.  The sink which will be located between the NYS and Judo booths is large and can be used to wash dishes.
Please ask your dishwashers to clean the food off and scrape into the trash before washing.  None of the sinks have disposers and will clog if the food is not taken off and thrown away prior to immersing in the dish water.  Each food booth will be given clear plastic trays for your dirty dishes.  Please put your dirty dishes in these marked trays when you drop off for washing.  If it is a pot and too large to fit in the tray, put the tray inside the pot so we know that the pot belongs to your club.  The dishwashers will have to have a way to know where the dishes came from so that they can give them back to the proper club.
Important:  Although we will have dishwashers this year to help wash dishes during the festival, it will be the responsibility of each club to pick up and put their own dishes away.  Somebody from each club will have to stay after the festival each night to retrieve their clean dishes and put them away.  The Saturday night dishes/pots & pans will go back to your booths.  The Sunday night dishes/pots & pans will have to either be put back in the kitchen where they belong, in the storage containers or to their rightful owner(s).  Please do not go home and leave the dishes for somebody else to put away.
