The application package must be received by October 6, 2019; send it to Jean Kodama (12909 Glenda St, Cerritos, CA 90703, 
jkodama@alumni.caltech.edu, Norwalk Dojo). Make a copy for your records. Include an email address so that you may receive 
confirmation and updates. For those requesting 1kyu or above, a completed written test must be turned in when signing in on the 
morning of the shinsa.
